Kentucky Ridge Mine

1851 - Colonel William English imported 66 to
100 slaves from Georgia to work the mine in the
area now known as the Grass Valley Group.

He, the Colonel, was murdered and his wife
freed the slaves who settled in the areas of Grass
Valley, Nevada City and Rough and Ready. They
became part of the local history.

Their names were Caroline Allen, Fanny
Green, Isaac Sanks, Joseph Thomas and Hybo
Allen.

In 1854 the African Methodist Church was
organized. It was in back of the Congregational
Church where the American Bank now stands.

Two white ministers, Rev. J. B. Hill of the
Methodist Episcopal Church, now United
Methodist, and Rev. Joseph G. Hales, great
grandfather of John Tremewan, of the
Congregational Church helped at the dedication.

The Black leaders were: Rev Emory Waters,
pastor, Isaac Sanks, Joseph Thomas, Abraham
Howard, George Miller and Edward Mills.

Hybo Allen was the last descendant of the
original black people to become part of history. A
colorful personality, he operated local shoe shine
shops and many still remember him. He, also,
worked as a handyman. He was widely known for
his musical abilities - ranging from guitar to
trumpet. He was an active member of the Harry
Green Band and the Salvation Army Band. He,
also, taught many young boys to play baseball.
